Each day, the number of those
confirmed dead from the Camp Fire grows,
and the number of those missing remains
disturbingly high.

Here in the San Francisco Bay Area, we
have had far too many consecutive days
of unhealthy air quality and everywhere
you look people are wearing N-95 particle
masks. In fact, mask distribution has been
added to other living essentials like food
and gasoline as the primary response by
our partners in the Diocese of Northern
California to those who have lost almost
everything in the fires.
