The display board is a simple and effective way to draw 
attention to Episcopal Relief & Development and the ONE 
THOUSAND DAYS OF LOVE campaign. Use it as a tool to 
educate and excite people about the work of Episcopal Relief & 
Development and raise critical funds to continue this important 
work. Together, let’s create lasting change around the world. 

Tools and Materials Needed: 
• Printed copies of captions, photos and logos  
• Scissors  
• Glue Stick  
• Poster Board (pre-made tri-fold display boards can be purchased at most 

office supply stores) 
• Order materials from Forward Movement or print handouts from the 

website to add to your display 
 
Step 1: Cut out the photos and the captions  
You are free to use those captions and images that are compelling to you.   
 
Step 2: Arrange the photos and the captions on the display board. 
See our example photo as one way to organize your display board 
 
Step 3: Glue down the photos and the captions  
Be creative and develop your own way of organizing the board! 
 
Step 4: Set up the display board in a high traffic area.    
Place handouts and brochures around the display, so that people can take away information 
as well.

Women

We create opportunities through 
Creating Economic Stability, Promoting Gender 
Equality, Cultivating Women Leaders, and Ending 
Violence Against Women.  Our work to empower 
and promote the rights of women and children. 
 
 
 

 



 
Children 
Research shows that the first 1,000 days are 
foundational affecting a child’s capacity to grow, 
learn and thrive over his or her entire life. The first 
few years form the basis for future learning, good 
health and nutrition and overall well-being. Our 
partnerships therefore focus on five key areas to 
help communities nurture healthy children under 
age six. The areas are Improving Food and 
Nutrition, Protecting Health and Preventing 
Disease, Empowering Parents, Creating Economic 
Stability and Protecting Families.  
 
 
Climate 
Our work with local Church and ecumenical 
partners is designed to help communities prepare 
for these disasters and recover as quickly as 
possible. We focus on five key areas to address 
issues related to climate. Our five key areas are 
Improving Food and Nutrition, Creating Economic 
Stability, Providing Access to Clean Water, 
Hygiene and Sanitation, Reducing the Impact of 
Disasters and Managing Environmental 
Preparedness.  



 
ONE THOUSAND DAYS OF LOVE is a $3 million 
grassroots Church-wide fundraising campaign 
dedicated to expanding the organization’s global 
programs improving the lives of children up to the 
age of six.
